7. How many names appear on the memorial? (Your teacher might tell
you to estimate this.) Which wars are they from?

8. Is there any other information about the people named on the
memorial (such as their age)?

9. Choose three names on the memorial and write them down. These
are the people you are going to find out more about when you get
back to school.

10.What questions do you have about the people you have chosen that
you will try and find the answers to?
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
